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As a group of some 400-plus  
United Methodists, from a variety 
of denominational backgrounds, 
our understanding of Lent, and our 
Lenten practices, to include not 
observing it at all, are as varied as 
we are.  The season which began 
on Ash Wednesday, can be quite 
meaningful to Christians, regard-
less of your  background.  Though 
Lent has already started, we have 
almost six weeks left, and so, fol-
lowing are six weeks worth of sug-
gestions for Lent.  Many call it a 
season of giving up, but I like to 
see it as a season of getting!  

WEEK 1:   

FEAST ON HIS WORD! 

Matthew 4:2, to me, is the most 
obvious of all statements in Scrip-
ture:  “After fasting for forty days, 
He was hungry.”  I would guess 
so!  Jesus was led into the wilder-
ness, and into this fast, by the 
Holy Spirit.  Yes, He gave up food 
for forty days…!   Why should we 
fast?  The Scriptures are full of 
examples in which people were 
profoundly moved while, and by, 
fasting.  Take each of the following  
Scriptures, one each day this first 
week, and read it during the time 
you would have eaten a certain 
snack, meal, cup of coffee, any 

daily food-related habit...partake 
from the Word instead of the 
food. 

Day 1 -  2 Samuel 12 

Day 2 - Ezra 8 

Day 3 - Isaiah 58 

Day 4 - Joel 1 & 2 

Day 5 - Matthew 6 

Day 6 - Mark 2 

Day 7 - Acts 13 

WEEK 2:   

PREPARE THE SACRIFICE!  

Jesus came as the actual sacri-
fice for mankind; all animal sacri-
fices before had served to point 
toward Him.  Are we called, posy-
Resurrection, to continue to sacri-
fice?  Yes, we are.  But in a much 
different way.  Hebrews 13:15 
says; “Through Jesus, there-
fore, let us continually offer to 
God a sacrifice of praise—the 
fruit of lips that confess his 
name.”  For this week, during the 
same “giving up” time prescribed 
in week one, read the following 
verses, then offer a five minute 
prayer of praise (praise only - no 
asking for stuff!) to your Savior.  

Day 1 - Deuteronomy 10:21 

Day 2 - Psalm 7:17 

Day 3 - Matthew 5:16 

Day 4 - Acts 10:44-46 

Day 5 - Romans 15:7 

Day 6 - James 3:9

WEEK 3:   

RYE, WHEAT, GOD’S WORD?  

After Jesus went forty days with-
out food, at the height of His hun-
ger, Satan tried to tempt Him for 
food.  How are you doing after giv-
ing up a little food or drink for two 
weeks?  If this is of some spiritual 
benefit to you, Satan will try to 
sabotage you as well.  Matthew 
4:4 tells us that Jesus responded 
“ It is written: 'Man does not live 
on bread alone, but on every 
word that comes from the 
mouth of God.”  This week, dur-
ing your time of ‘giving up’, read 
the following Scriptures, and offer 
a seven minute prayer, asking 
God to help you avoid temptation 
of all kinds.
